	What allowed the successful popular overthrow of Hosni Mubarak in Egypt?  While many scholars suggest that the unity of Egyptian youth was the strongest element in the revolution, previous literature on Egypt suggests that youth were too disenfranchised to motivate collectively driven reforms in Egypt. How did the culture of political activism grow and develop among youth? I argue that (1) youth protests are a long standing and political fact; (2) the presence of youth in politics derived from long standing political grievances; (3) the authoritarian regime recognized the power of youth early on and took steps to mitigate youth’s collective power; and (4) youth finally succeeded in drawing attention to their enduring political complaints through modern technological tools that have only become recently available. I will argue that young people have been challenging the regime since the early student mobilizations against British imperialism during the 1919 revolution. Moreover, the culture of protest derived from genuine political criticisms and persevered despite the systematic vilification of youth by the autocratic regimes. 	The introduction of wage-labour by ‘the West’ as the paramount mode of production in post-independent African nations was a long and deliberate process. It rose out of the colonial desire to replace sustainability with consumption, and was utilized by proto-imperial nations to transform independence back into dependence. Therefore, in Africa, patterns of exploitation did not change after nations received their independence but simply managed to adapt by restructuring old institutions and social norms to suit new patterns of exploitation. It is due to this history of extraversion and capital flight that the African continent offers the best staging ground to understand the true nature and scope of the capitalist wage-labour system. Thus, a study of the proliferation of the cassava crop in the aftermath of colonialism will allow for a quantitative analysis of how far the modern wage-labour system has penetrated the economic structures of Zambia,Tanzania, and Botswana.
